From Romans 5:3-4, list three words that should describe our attitude toward “trying situations”.

6.
Hebrews 12:1 admonishes us to get rid of anything that keeps us from fulfilling the leadership of the Holy Spirit in our lives.  Do you believe your area of irritation is a hindrance to your walk with Christ?

7.
The Bible clearly states in Philippians 4:19 that God, through Christ Jesus, is sufficient for our every need.  Are you willing to let Him be?

Example:  Interruption in studying — My response: Irritated by being sidetracked.  Biblical response: Romans 5:3-4.  My responsibility—confess sin, give thanks for what I have learned from God’s Word.
